




















Meat Industry Scheme (“the Scheme”)
Trustee’s Report
for the year ended 31 March 2009

The Board of Trustees of the National Provident Fund (“the Board”), as trustee of the Scheme,
provides members with the following information, as required by the Second Schedule to the
Superannuation Schemes Act 1989.

1 Changes in the Scheme membership numbers during the year were as follows:

* N9Cs are a group of inactive members for whom the Board does not have contact details. The majority of
these members joined in 1975, when superannuation scheme membership was compulsory in New Zealand.

* Following a trust deed amendment on 5 April 2001, once reasonable efforts have been made
to locate a member who has been missing for at least five years, the Board may extinguish the
liabilities to that member.

2 On the basis of evidence available, the Board believes that all contributions required to be
made to the Scheme, in accordance with the terms of the Scheme trust deed, have been
made.

3 The Board certifies that, to the best of its knowledge, all benefits required to be paid from

the Scheme were paid in accordance with the terms of the Scheme trust deed.

4 The Board cettifies, based on the advice of the Actuary, that as at 31 March 2009, the
market value of the assets of the Scheme exceeded the amount that would have been
payable if all members transferred out of the Scheme on that date but were less than the
amount that would have been payable if all contributors retired on that date.

5 The Board confirms that, to the best of its knowledge, not more than 10 percent of the
market value of the Scheme assets were invested with employers (or associated entities),
either directly or indirectly, who are parties to the Scheme.

6 The Scheme’s earnings rate (crediiing rate) declared by the Board for the year ended 31
March 2009 was 4.00%.
7 The Scheme trust deed has not been amended since 4 July 2008, being the date of the

Scheme’s last annual report.

REPORT OF THE AUDITOR-GENERAL TO THE READERS OF THE MEAT
INDUSTRY SCHEME (“THE SCHEME”)

The Auditor-General is the auditor of the Scheme. The Auditor-General has appointed me, [ C Marshall,
using the staff and resources of Deloitte, to carry out the audit of the financial statements of the Scheme
for the year ended 31 March 2009.

Unqualified Opinion

In our opinion:
= The financial statements of the Scheme on pages 1 to 12:
»  comply with generally accepted accounting practice in New Zealand; and
= comply with International Financial Reporting Standards; and
*  give a true and fair view of:
- the Scheme’s financial position as at 31 March 2009; and
- the results of its operations and cash flows for the year ended on that date.
=  Based on our examination the Scheme kept proper accounting records.

The audit was completed on 24 June 2009, and is the date at which our opinion is expressed.

The basis of the opinion is expressed below. In addition, we outline the responsibilities of the Board of
Trustees and the Auditor, and explain our independence.

Basis of Opinion

We carried out the audit in accordance with the Auditor-General’s Auditing Standards, which incorporate
the New Zealand Auditing Standards.

We planned and performed our audit to obtain all the information and explanations we considered
necessary in order to obtain reasonable assurance that the financial statements did not have material
misstatements, whether caused by fraud or error.

Material misstatements are differences or omissions of amounts and disclosures that would affect a
reader’s overall understanding of the financial statements. If we had found material misstatements that
were not corrected, we would have referred to them in the opinion.

Our audit involved performing procedures to test the information presented in the financial statements.
We assessed the results of those procedures in forming our opinion.

Audit procedures generally include:

= determining whether significant financial and management controls are working and can be relied on
to produce complete and accurate data;

= verifying samples of transactions and account balances;

= performing analyses to identify anomalies in the reported data;

= reviewing significant estimates and judgements made by the Board of Trustees;

= confirming year-end balances;

= determining whether accounting policies are appropriate and consistently applied; and

»  determining whether all financial statement disclosures are adequate.

We did not examine every transaction, nor do we guarantee complete accuracy of the financial
statements.

We
obtained all the information and explanations we required to support the opinion above.

Responsibilities of the Board of Trustees and Auditor

The Board of Trustees is responsible for preparing financial statements in accordance with generally
accepted accounting practice in New Zealand. Those financial statements must give a true and fair view
of the financial position of the Scheme as at 31 March 2009. They must also give a true and fair view of
the results of its operations and cash flows for the year ended on that date. The Board of Trustees’
responsibilities arise from section 14 of and the Second Schedule to the Superannuation Schemes Act
1989.

We are responsible for expressing an independent opinion on the financial statements and reporting that
opinion to you. This responsibility arises from section 15 of the Public Audit Act 2001.

Independence

When carrying out the audit we followed the independence requirements of the Auditor-General, which
incorporate the independence requirements of the Institute of Chartered Accountants of New Zealand.

Other than the audit, we have no relationship with or interests in the Scheme.
